Transparency International – Moldova has been created and registered at the Ministry of Justice of the Republic Moldova in July 2000. It was accredited as the National Chapter of the world movement Transparency International in 2001. 

The mission of Transparency International - Moldova is promoting transparency, integrity and accountability as the main ways to prevent corruption and improve the quality of governance.

The main objectives of TI-Moldova are:

· Conducting periodical assessments on the impact of corruption on the social, economic and democratic development of the country via qualitative and empirical studies;

· Increasing the capacities of the government to improve their anti-corruption policies by providing trainings for public servants, expertise of legal framework, issuing policy papers, advocating for changes and monitoring their implementation;

· Strengthening the capacities of civil society to withstand corruption by providing free legal assistance, raising public awareness to diminishing the public tolerance towards corruption;

· Supporting the investigative journalism by providing consultancy and motivating equidistant, argued and ethical investigations.

The target groups of TI-Moldova are Government institutions, business circles, all strata of civil society and mass-media.
Our strategic domains of interests for the next 3 years include:

Monitoring activities:
-        Monitoring the implementation of the Justice sectors reform;

-        Monitoring the implementation of the National Anti-corruption Strategy;

-        Monitoring the implementation of the Action Plan of the Association Agreement (the good governance and anti-corruption actions);

-        Monitoring the implementation of the United Nations Convention against Corruption in the central and local public institutions;

-        Monitoring the use of the EU financial assistance;

-        Monitoring the reformation of the anti-corruption state bodies;

-        Monitoring the implementation of the decisions of the Chamber of Accounts;

-        Monitoring conflict of interests;

​​-        Monitoring the declaration of incomes and assets of public servants;

-        Monitoring public procurements;

-        Monitoring the public roads construction;

-        Monitoring the transparency of Parliament activity;

-        Monitoring the transparency of the activity of the state enterprises;

-        Monitoring decision making and access to information.

 Research:
· Updating the evaluation of the National Integrity System for Moldova;

· Evaluation of State capture (particularly, anti-corruption and law enforcement institutions);

· Evaluation of perception Vs. personal experience with corruption in business and households;

· Opinion polls on the quality of anti-corruption policies in the central and local public institutions conducted among public servants;
· Illegal trade and tax evasion;

· Periodical expertise of anti-corruption legislation (draft and in-force legal acts);

· Sectoral corruption.

Supporting the investigative journalism:
-        Conducting annual contests for investigative journalists;

-        Re-vising and re-printing the Hand-book for investigative journalists of TI-Moldova;

-        Providing consultancy for investigative journalists;

-        Mentoring journalistic investigations.

 Supporting local NGOs in anti-corruption activities:
· Providing regular trainings for local NGOs to increase their capacities to monitor such anti-corruption policies as: conflict of interests, declaration of incomes and interests, access to information, transparency of decision making, public procurement, petition system, quality of the hot-lines and public web-sites;

· Providing small grants for local NGOs to apply the gained skills based on competition.

 Public awareness campaign and support to the victims of corruption:
· Providing free legal assistance to the citizens facing corruption via hot-line and visitor’s centre;

· Conducting anti-corruption workshops in the regions of the country;

· Issuing the monthly Information Bulletin of TI-Moldova that includes investigative articles, comments on the new legal acts, legal consultancy, the summaries of TI-Moldova’s studies and policy proposals;

· Conducting regular TV and radio anti-corruption programs;

· Organising anti-corruption cultural events (exhibitions of caricatures, theater performances, anti-corruption open air fests for youth, summer camps).

 Exchanging the anti-corruption experience with NGO from Eastern Partnership (EaP):
-        Conducting joint monitoring activities in EaP countries;

-        Conducting joint studies (evaluations, surveys, expertise, evaluations) and advocacy.
